Watching Class / age 3-4 and 4+
At studio 2 there is a parent waiting/observing area so feel free to stay.  
At studio 1 we opted for more dance space when we designed it so 
there isn’t a separate parent viewing area. Please leave and come back 
the last 10 minutes of class if you wish to see your child. This allows 
time for the instructor to establish a rapport with the class. Thank you.
 

Refund Policy
Class fees are non-refundable; balance transfer able to another family 
member or another class (provided space is available). If a substitute is 
needed to cover a dance class, a refund will not be given.

Tardiness
Plan to be on time for classes. The most important part of class is at the 
very beginning. This is when we center ourselves and prepare for learn-
ing. Injuries occur when you have not warmed-up sufficiently. If you are 
late, wait off to the side of the room until the teacher gestures for you 
to enter class, as this is proper dance etiquette.

Dress Code 

Shoes 
NO STREET SHOES ON THE DANCE FLOOR.

Ballet: Barefeet are preferred until the second semester of Ballet II and 
then a pair of ballet shoes should be purchased. Children need to feel 
their whole foot on the ground for proper body alignment that is why 
INTUIT waits to place children in shoes.  
 
Contemporary/Dance for Children/Dancig Tots: Barefeet
Tap: Tap shoes
Jazz: Jazz shoes or barefeet/socks  
Hip Hop: Sneakers that you do not wear to the studio

Clothing
Ballet: Any color leotard/ballet skirt. Footless tights for children not in 
ballet shoes yet. Tights with feet in them if they are in second semester 
ballet II or above.
 
Jazz/Modern/Contemporary/Hip Hop: T-shirt and jazz pants or follow 
ballet dress code.
 
Dancing Tots/Dance for Children: Follow ballet dress code or t-shirt  
and jazz pants.
 
Teens and Adults: We leave it to you to dress appropriately for your 
style of dance. Dance clothing is preferred. Wear something that you 
feel good about, but instructors can see the line of your body in order 
to help you. Hip Hop dancers can wear anything including jeans but 
wear something you can move in.
